for the development of Kandy City and its Central Business
District have been discussed. Broad proposals for the
Central Business District have also been made in this

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PREFACE

-ting a more professional interest in the formulation of
a Development Plan for Kandy. Its primary objective has
been to demonstrate a Methodology which constitutes a
theoretical approach in the study of a planning problem.
In this connection it has gathered a substantial volume
of information relevant to a Development Plan and has

attempted to process and relate them in a coherent manner,

The Dissertation has proposed, through its Methodology,
a Structure Plan for the Kandy Municipal Council area
which shows a planning framework and has included such

matters as the distribution of population, the activities
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and the relationships between them, the patterns of land
"use together with the network of communications and the
systems of utility sefvices. In effect; it haéwdiscussed
the Socio, Economic and Physicél systems of Kandy City in
so far as they are subject to planning influence. The
Dissertation has also indicated a framework of action for

the Central Business District of Kandy City.

It is relevant to make the observations that this Disserta-
tion cannot be wholly comprehensive nor, totally pfofessional.
However, it is hoped that this work will contribute towards
the fund of knowledge that is now being gathered by the
relevant Central Government and Local Government Agencies

who are engaged in planning for fhe development of Kandy

City.
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
